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Unofficial Minutes of the CHS Board Meeting, November 9,1990

The meeting was called to order by president Ron Hum-
bert at 8:30 P.M. with all Board members present. The min-
utes of the October Board meeting were read and approved.
Joan Moore reported a balance of $37,807.90 in the CHS
treasury as of October 31. Ellin Beltz reported there were
1465 CHS members as of November 9. The next CHS Board
meeting will be held on Friday, December 14.

0ld Business:

Jack Schoenfelder reported that he and Ken Mierzwa
attended the October 29 meeting of the Citizen's Advisory
Committee for the proposed regional airport. He had site
maps for the five proposed sites but no new information.

Jack also promised a report on the CHS audit for next
month.

Ron thanked the people who helped in the mailing of
absentee ballots.

Ron expressed concern over the apparent apathy toward
nominations from the floor to run for 1991 offices. He sug-
gested that this might mean that the membership was happy
with the present Board, or that the majority of members
merely wanted to attend meetings without helping to run the
organization. Jill Horwich suggested that some members felt
running against incumbent Board members was futile. Ron
pointed out that, unlike previous years, the nominating com-
mittee has chosen a single, well-qualified candidate for each
office and would rely on nominations from the floor for op-
position and a choice.

Concerning the proposed CHS answering machine to be
installed at the Academy, Ben Entwisle presented literature
on the Dytel Call Processing Exchange, a sophisticated
answering system with multiple lines and options. Ron read
a possible message to use on the machine. Both will meet
next week with representatives of the Academy to discuss
options. The Academy is in favor of this idea.

Gery Herrmann reported the Special Interest Group
Committee had developed proposed guidelines and budgets
for the groups. Members of each group will bring these
proposals to their respective groups for discussion. The
Committee will present final guidelines and budgets to the
Board next month.

New Business:

Ellin moved to delete the Nebraska, Louisiana and East
German herpetological societies as exchange members, as we
are no longer receiving their publications. Karen Furnweger
seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Eilin then moved to accept the Lehigh Valley Herpeto-
logical Society as an exchange member. Karen seconded
again and this motion also passed unanimously.

Jack asked about the procedure of reading the minutes of
the previous Board meeting at the general meeting before

they had been approved by the Board. He stated that Roberts
Rules of Order did not require they be read. After discussion,
it was the concensus of the Board that the minutes would
continue to be read, as it is important to keep the member-
ship informed. Waiting for Board approval would delay the
reading for a month and that would be too long, Besides, cor-
rections are rare. Gery’s suggestion that that the minutes

be published in the Bulletin was deemed a good idea. The
Publications Secretary will consider the matter.

Jill suggested the possibility of producing a CHS calendar
for 1992. She volunteered to pursue costs and sample photo-
graphs from a professional photographer friend and was given
the Board's approval.

The Academy has requested a "mission statement” from
the CHS, which Ron assigned to Ken Mierzwa as Corre-
sponding Secretary.

Karen mentioned that the Chicago Audubon Society earns
money with Benefit Day slips from Dominick’s supermarkets.
When a customer presents one of these slips to Dominick’s
on a given day, 5% of that sale is donated to the sponsoring
organization. Karen will look into the details for possible
CHS participation.

Kraig Adler from the SSAR wrote requesting donations to
help cover the costs of sponsoring a symposium on "Captive
Management of Amphibians and Reptiles” at their 1991 an-
nual meeting. Ellin suggested consideration be postponed
as she has written to the organizer of the event and not
heard back yet.

Ellin passed around a copy of the CHS Member’s Hand-
book in a plastic spiral binder and proposed that these be pro-
duced and sold to meet the demand for extra copies. Steve
Barten pointed out that at the January Board meeting Ellin
had moved "that the CHS print 1500 copies of the Care in
Captity Sheets, presently the first 64 pages of the Member’s
Handbook," which was duly seconded and passed unanimous-
ly, but has not yet been done. Mike Miller moved to appro-
priate $100 for supplies for Ellin to produce spiral bound
sets of deluxe Care in Captivity Sheets. Jack seconded and
the motion passed unanimously.

Karen thanked the CHS for participating in the Shedd
Aquarium Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtle Day. She also asked
that members call their state senators to oppose any amend-
ments to Illinois HB 3507 which make filling wetlands easier.

Ellin asked for volunteers to help plan the CHS 25th
Anniversary party in February. Ron will try to get North
Park Village for the party.

Fermilab is compiling a list of speakers on the life sci-
ences, including herpetology. See Ron to be included on the
list. '

Mike Miller moved to adjourn. Karen seconded, and the
meeting ended at 10:15 P.M.
